In additi on, ESG will provide the University with a campus-wide communicati ons campaign about the energy savings 
performance initi ati ves. The “Razors EDGE” program will provide students, faculty, staff  and facility maintenance 
specialists with ti mely informati on regarding constructi on schedules, program benefi ts and training on use of the new 
equipment and controls.

“This partnership between ESG and the University of Arkansas underlines our commitment to sustainability and green 
environmental initi ati ves,” said Chancellor G. David Gearhart. “It is a defi nite plus that ESG is able to guarantee these 
improvements will pay for themselves, and, in the long term, save money for both the University and the Arkansas 
taxpayers.”
